Lincoln Trails Dressage Sanctioned Events Guidelines 
1. LTD sanctioned events are shows which are approved by the Board of Directors for the purpose of having the points for scores received by the LTD member entered, recorded and counted towards the LTD End of the Year High Point Awards. Each show requesting LTD Sanctioning must pay a fee. LTD is not entitled to financial benefit from or be held responsible for shows in any way other than those responsibilities as stated in the approval agreement. 
2. Only LTD members who have submitted a nomination form will be eligible for End of the Year High Point Awards. 
3. Applications: Any competition requesting LTD sanctioning must complete an application form with appropriate attached materials (show bill/prize list) and proper fees at least one-month prior to closing date of show. 

4. Approval Fees: The fee covers insurance fees and administrative fees associated with End of the Year High Point Awards. Approval fees are as follows:

· $80 for first 1 day show ($125 for 1st 2-day show)

· $60 for each additional competition of the current show season

· $10 if mailing labels are supplied

· $25 for first 1 day show NO INSURANCE COVERAGE

· $40 for first 2-day show NO INSURANCE COVERAGE


Approval Fees will only be reimbursed if mailing labels have not been printed, and notice of change 
or cancellation is received 30 days prior to scheduled competition. 

5. Information: 
· All show dates will be listed on the LTD website, included in newsletters & e-mail reminders

· Ride times (Dressage Show/ Combined Tests) will be posted on the LTD website if submitted by 7pm the Wednesday before the show. 

· Show results will be posted on LTD website if submitted within 14 days after the show

· LTD will post High Point standings at least quarterly on the LTD website

· End of the Year High Point Awards will be awarded at the Annual Meeting held in November of each year
6. Specifications: The show bill/prize list for LTD sanctioned events must contain the following information at a minimum:
· The entry forms for each show must contain the LTD standard release and riders under 21 years of age must submit a medical release form. Copies of medical release form can be provided. (RELEASE: I, the undersigned, acknowledge that horseback riding is an inherently risky activity; and hereby release Lincoln Trails Dressage, Inc., show/clinic management and judges, the (FARM NAME), and anyone else associated with this show from any liability for injury, damage, or loss to myself, my horses, or my equipment. PARENT OR GUARDIAN MUST SIGN FOR MINOR RIDER.)

· Riders must wear approved headgear.

· Dressage Shows must specify standard or small arena
